Among those chosen is Mud (Hashtł’ishnii) a film about Ruby, a young Navajo mother, whofaces the inescapable remnants of alcohol, family and culture on the last day of her life.  Mud writer and director Shaandiin Tome wrote the script earlier this year, having known theimpacts of alcoholism on her own family growing up.  “This film serves as a reality that a lot of Native people face, but it is also a conversation starterto how we as a people can strive towards a life where we are able to discuss the harshness ofaddiction and the impact it has on not only those addicted but the community as well,” Tomesaid. “But most of all, I wrote Mud to capture a mother-son relationship and how a mother isstriving to tell her son she loves him.”  The nine minute short film will premiere at four screenings in Park City, Utah in January 2018.The first premier is Saturday, Jan. 20, at Temple Theater. It shows again on Monday, Jan. 22,Tuesday, Jan. 23, and Thursday, Jan. 25.  Cast in the film are Trini King of Shiprock, Forest Goodluck of Albuquerque, and Ernest DavidTsosie of Fort Defiance.
